Follow-Up Questions

 
For QA 51 
What are the heavenly gifts that Christ by His Holy 
Spirit pours on us?  
Through the Holy Spirit, you are born from above 
(regenerated) – you are given a true knowledge of God, 
faith, and repentance and are sanctified. 
 
For QA 52  
Discuss as a family the ways in which you are 
sorrowful and persecuted and how you find comfort by 
the second coming of Christ.  
 
For QA 53 
What does the catechism mean by becoming “a 
partaker of Christ?” 
As a person believes, he is justified and united to Christ by 
the power of the Holy Spirit. Therefore you are not only 
legally pronounced righteous but are actually connected 
to the person and work of Jesus by the Holy Spirit. This 
means that your life will change as a result. John 15:5: “I 
am the vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in me 
and I in him, he it is that bears much fruit, for apart from 
me you can do nothing.”
