September 4 Discuss QA 17, memorize for next Sunday Read Lordʼs Day 14 (QA 35-36)

September 11 Discuss QA 18, memorize for next Sunday Read Lordʼs Day 15 (QA 37-39)

September 18 Discuss QA 19, memorize for next Sunday  Read Lordʼs Day 16 (QA 40-44)

September 25 Review QA 17-19 Read Lordʼs Day 17 (QA 45)

Parents: For each date listed above, we will first have the kids recite the answer they memorized from 
the previous Sunday. Then, we will discuss the substance of the next question and answer from the 
Catechism for which the kids will be responsible to memorize for the next week. For example, for 
Sunday the 11th, the kids will need to have memorized question and answer 17 from the Catechism. 
Once they recite the answer, we will spend the rest of the class discussing the meaning of question 
and answer 18. For families with very young children who are learning the “Tiny Tots” catechism, they 
can follow the reading schedule for family worship. Adults too, are encouraged to memorize or at least 
read through the Catechism.
